Ephesus- desirable, not enough to keep the lamp burning

have a people whose lamp is burning in his presence and whose oil is
love and humility... For God is raising up a HOLY PRIEST HOOD
unto Himself a TABERNACLE THAT IS WORTHY Of HIS PRESENCE
whose TEMPLE YOU ARE! And He'll send His fire to purge and
cleanse.

Are you full of the Qil, let Him come this morning and ignite your
lamp afresh!

WHEN THE LAMP GOES OUT |

1Sam3v1-3 READ*** Now the boy Samuel ministered to the Lord before Eli.
And the word of the Lord was rare in those days; there was no widespread reve-
lation. °And it came to pass at that time, while Eli was lying down in his place, and
when his eyes had begun to grow so dim that he could not see, >and before the
lamp of God went out in the tabernacle of the Lord where the ark of God
was, and while Samuel was lying down, “that the LORD called Samuel. And he an-
swered, "Here I am!”

1Sam 4:15READ™****  Now Eli was ninety and eight years old: and his eyes
were dim, that he could not see

1Sam4v18 READ***** Then it happened, when he made mention of the ark of
God, that Eli fell of f the seat backward by the side of the gate, and his neck
was broken and he died, for the man was old and heavy. And he had judged Is-
rael forty years.

For the enemy wants a church to stay in the place after an Eli
priesthood on that is heavy in its own desires a type of priest that
sees dimly and has no application of the word within ones life and
family....

A priest who has a position but no power, no respect from the people
A priest going thru the motions without any conviction of his faith...

A priest who could only see dimly and walking without any revelation of
the Word of God

A priest that that feared man more than God

A priest that was heavy in his own desires

And God removed this person from his position and he broke his

neck (Authority) and raised up for himself a man that both heard
and obeyed the word of the Lord

The lamp of God was never to go out in His tabernacle it was to re-
main illuminated at all times for it was the source of revelation and
illumination of entering into His presence, the light of this lamp
would guide my feet into His presence.



There has to be a supply of the Oil that keeps the lamp burning
within ones lifel And God is raising up in this hour sons and daugh-
ters of fresh oil, oil that is not given freely it has to be purchased
by being in His presence a supply of oil that comes from walking in
the spirit.
