Heb 10v 2 For then would they not have ceased to be offered? For the wor-

shipers, once purified, would have had no more consciousness of sins.

3 But in those sacrifices there is a reminder of sins every year.

4 For it is not possible that the blood of bulls and goats could take away sins.

5 Therefore, when He came into the world, He said: "Sacrifice and offering

You did not desire, But a body You have prepared for Me.

6 In burnt offerings and sacrifices for sin You had no pleasure.

7 Then I said, 'Behold, I have come; In the volume of the book it is written of

Me; To do Your will, O God."

8 Previously saying, "Sacrifice and offering, burnt offerings, and offerings for

sin You did not desire, nor had pleasure in them" (which are offered according

to the law),

9 then He said, "Behold, I have come to do Your will, O God." He takes away

the first that He may establish the second.

10 By that will we have been sanctified through the offering of the body of
Jesus Christ once for all.

Col2v9 For in Him dwells all the fullness of the Godhead bodily;

10 and you are complete in Him, who is the head of all principality and
power.

11 In Him you were also circumcised with the circumcision made without
hands, by putting off the body of the sins of the flesh, by the circumcision of
Christ,

12 buried with Him in baptism, in which you also were raised with Him
through faith in the working of God, who raised Him from the dead.

13 And you, being dead in your trespasses and the uncircumcision of your
flesh, He has made alive together with Him, having forgiven you all tres-
passes,

14 having wiped out the handwriting of requirements that was against
us, which was contrary to us. And He has taken it out of the way, having
nailed it to the cross.

15 Having disarmed principalities and powers, He made a public specta-
cle of them, triumphing over them in it.

16 So let no one judge you in food or in drink, or regarding a festival or a
new moon or sabbaths,

17 which are a shadow of things to come, but the substance is of Christ.

WHO ISTHIS MAN

This man walked down through 40 AND 2 GENERATIONS

Gen3v9 Then the LORD God called to Adam and said to him, "Where are
you?"

10 So he said, "I heard Your voice in the garden, and | was afraid because |
was naked; and | hid myself."

11 And He said, "Who told you that you were naked? Have you eaten from
the tree of which | commanded you that you should not eat?"

12 Then the man said, "The woman whom You gave to be with me, she gave
me of the tree, and | ate."

Through the separation of sin God wanted that same relationship and fellow-
ship with Adam but He was to holy to walk with sin and Adam became to sin-
ful to walk holy......

God sent Moses a pattern of a tabernacle “a MEETING PLACE” a place
where He could reveal His Glory and “MEET WITH THEM” but the blood of
bulls and goats could not take away sins
