
1Jn 4:4  You are of God, little children, and have overcome them, because He 
who is in you is greater than he who is in the world.   

 

Gen 4:2 –7 Then she bore again, this time his brother Abel. Now Abel was a 
keeper of sheep, but Cain was a tiller of the ground. 3  And in the process of 
time it came to pass that Cain brought an offering of the fruit of the ground 
to the LORD. 4  Abel also brought of the firstborn of his flock and of their fat. 
And the LORD respected Abel and his offering, 5  but He did not respect Cain 
and his offering. And Cain was very angry, and his countenance fell. (he was 
sulking self absorbed) 6  So the LORD said to Cain, "Why are you angry? And 
why has your countenance fallen? 7  If you do well, will you not be accepted? 
And if you do not do well, sin lies at the door. And its desire is for you, but 
you should rule over it." 

  



Rom 6:12 –14  

Therefore do not let sin reign in your mortal body, that you should obey it in 
its lusts. 6:13  And do not present your members as instruments of 
unrighteousness to sin, but present yourselves to God as being alive from the 
dead, and your members as instruments of righteousness to God.6:14  For 
sin shall not have dominion over you, for you are not under law but under 
grace.

WATCH WHAT? -  

• Watch my heart  - what Ground am I presenting for the word of God 

• Watch my mouth— what am I feeding off? Prov23v1-3 

• Watch my thoughts - For as he thinks in his heart, so is he. Prov23v7 

• Watch my words - Pro_18:21  Death and life are in the power of the tongue, 
And those who love it will eat its fruit.  

• Watch my hearing - Pro 18:8  The words of a talebearer are like tasty trifles, 
And they go down into the inmost body (they can have a serious effect) 

 



Mat 22:37  Jesus said to him, 'YOU SHALL LOVE THE LORD YOUR GOD WITH ALL 
YOUR HEART, WITH ALL YOUR SOUL, AND WITH ALL YOUR MIND.' :38  This is 
the first and great commandment. :39  And the second is like it: 'YOU SHALL 
LOVE YOUR NEIGHBOR AS YOURSELF.' 40  On these two commandments hang 
all the Law and the Prophets." – 

 



Love my neighbor as myself? 

Lev 19:9  'When you reap the harvest of your land, you shall not wholly reap the 
corners of your field, nor shall you gather the gleanings of your harvest. –MINDFUL 
TO BE GENEROUS 

Lev 19:10  And you shall not glean your vineyard, nor shall you gather every 
grape of your vineyard; you shall leave them for the poor and the stranger: I am 
the LORD your God. – GENEROUS IN EVERYTHING NOT SELECTIVE 

Lev 19:11  'You shall not steal, nor deal falsely, nor lie to one another. – DO UNTO 
OTHERS AS I WOULD HAVE THEM DO UNTO ME Luke6v31 

Lev 19:12  And you shall not swear by My name falsely, nor shall you profane 
the name of your God: I am the LORD. – “QUOTES LIKE HONEST TO GOD” – BUT LET YOUR YES BE YES 
AND YOUR NO BE NO Jms5v12 

Lev 19:13  'You shall not cheat your neighbor, nor rob him. The wages of him 
who is hired shall not remain with you all night until morning. – THEY GOT PAID DAILY, 
DON’T DELAY PAYING WHO YOU OWE HE HAS TO LIVE AS WELL 

 



Love my neighbor as myself? 

Lev 19:14  You shall not curse the deaf, nor put a stumbling block before the blind, but shall 
fear your God: I am the LORD. – DON’T LOOK DOWN ON PEOPLE WHO HAVE A DISABILITY 

Lev 19:15  'You shall do no injustice in judgment. You shall not be partial to the poor, nor 
honor the person of the mighty. In righteousness you shall judge your neighbor. MY DECISION 
MAKING, IS NOT BY PERSONS STATURE OR WEALTH BUT BY TRUTH REGARDLESS – GOD VINDICATES THE TRUTH NOT THE 
STATUS OF THE PERSON 

Lev 19:16  You shall not go about as a talebearer among your people; nor shall you take a 
stand against the life of your neighbor: I am the LORD. –  GOD IS GETTING MY ATTENTION AND THE 
SERIOUSNESS OF IT BECAUSE IT CAN HAVE A LASTING EFFECT ON THEIR LIFE AND MINE 

Lev 19:17  'You shall not hate your brother in your heart. You shall surely rebuke your 
neighbor, and not bear sin because of him. – COMMUNICATE IF WRONG HAS BEEN DONE – BECAUSE SIN LIES 
AT THE DOOR, ITS NOT ABOUT PROVING RIGHT THAT’S GODS WORK, BUT RATHER RESTORATION THAT’S OUR WORK 

Lev 19:18  You shall not take vengeance, nor bear any grudge against the children of your 
people, but you shall love your neighbor as yourself: I am the LORD. AGAIN GOD IS GETTING MY 
ATTENTION AND THE SERIOUSNESS OF IT – BECAUSE LIKE LOVE EVIL CAN BE CONTAGIOUS
